Submission for Examination and Temporary Binding
1. Contact the Plant Biology admin office and tell them how many copies of your thesis you need for examination (4 for PhD, 3 for MSc). 

2. The admin office will send an email to Uniprint authorising for your thesis to be printed and spirally bound at Uniprint

3. Complete the thesis submission form from the Graduate Research School and obtain the relevant signatures
4. Submit your form plus thesis copies to the Graduate Research School

Submission for Final Binding:

5. Contact the Plant Biology admin office and tell them how many copies of your thesis you need. 

The minimum would be 3 copies (one for the Reid Library, one for you and one for your supervisor). 

The School will pay for 3 copies and if you need more than that, please ask your supervisor to nominate a PG or you can pay in cash for personal copies.

The School will keep an electronic copy in the thesis cupboard.

6. The admin office will send an email to Uniprint authorising for your thesis to be printed at Uniprint (unbound).
7. Complete the thesis submission form from the Graduate Research School and obtain the relevant signatures

8. Ask the Admin office for a T form for the final binding through the Reid Library.

9. Submit your form with the T form attached, plus thesis copies to the Graduate Research School

10. When they are ready, the theses will be delivered to the admin office for you to pick up and distribute.
Scholarship Funds

Candidates should read the conditions included in their scholarships because some scholarships provide thesis production and binding costs. 

Where thesis binding funds are available through their scholarships, students should use their scholarship funds (not School funds). To do this, students can cover the costs and then take the receipts and seek reimbursement from the Scholarships office or follow the procedure above and Plant Biology will seek reimbursement from the Scholarships Office.
